Grand Illusion (Cyberboard v.3.0)

Version 1.0 (03/30/05)

First of all, make sure that the "Show objects text tips (F7)" button from the task bar is selected “ON”, as many counters/markers use this CB function.

Corps:

Corps, and corps only, have a small yellow dot in their upper left corner to facilitate stacking control.

French IX(-) Corps:

This is the only unit with a symbol (PD), to easily find it when Paris is in Danger.

It lacks the yellow dot, as it should be treated as a division for stacking purposes (see errata).

German Control & Trier/Paris markers : 

Those pieces are locked and you have to use the “suspend objects lock” function to access to them  (right click).

Forts: 

Do not look for Replacement Forts in trays, they are under the original Fort counter to be replaced. 

The flipped side of a Fort counter is indicated by a small dot.

Forts with a Large Garrison have a yellow fire strength

Replacements:

Markers indicate entry hex or “?” (or Cst for specific British units)

Read the text tips associated to “?” markers to see options/restrictions.

Battle Board:

At your convenience you may use the original on-map Battle Board, with large markers (text tips included), or use a temporary small Battle Board near the battle hex, with small markers.

Just place the battle board “marker” (last piece in “Battle Markers (small)” tray) near the battlefield, click on “Move pieces to back (Ctrl B)” to place it under your armies.

When the battle is completed, by using the task bar menu “Edit, Select all markers from, Battle Markers (small)” you  may select all battle markers (Battle Board, Hit and DRM markers), and delete them all.

Control Markers:

I have created special counters to better visualize the supply network.
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  Indicates a controlled space able to provide supply to an adjacent hex. (railroad hex)
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  Indicates a “Dead End” controlled space unable to supply an adjacent hex .

“Out of Supply” markers are located in the “Map Markers” tray.
